Divide the children into age groups/grade levels and run several rooms of Art. Each
age group will work on a designated Plague-sicle that you choose. (See Art

Assign 1-3 plagues to each class. Decide ahead of time which classes will make which
plague-sicles. For example, half of the children in the 2™ grade class can make
grasshopper plague-sicles and the other half can make fly plague-sicles. If you have
combined grade levels, divide the combined class into thirds and assign the children of
each group to make one kind of plague-sicle. Every child in the group should construct
their own plague-sicle.

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5. Basic plague-sicle materials:

Round piece of cardboard:

Each child will need a round piece of sturdy cardboard. This can be prepared in
advance by tracing a circle on brown cardboard boxes (a mixing bowl works best). The
circle should be between 9 to 12 inches in diameter. It is advisable that an adult cut
out the circles, as it may prove difficult for children to do.

Or, you can purchase paper plates. However, make sure that the paper plates are
thick and sturdy. Also, they should not have wax or plastic coating, as the children will
be painting and gluing things on them.
plates. However, they are more porous than regular brown cardboard and will absorb
more paint and glue.

Doll Rod:
A 15-inch wooden doll rod would work best for this project. Doll rods can be
purchased for around $.15 apiece at hardware stores such as Home Depot.

Or, find hangers that have a sturdy cardboard rod. Remove the metal part from the rod
before using.

The Bible is the written record of Goddés interve
revealed to us through specific actions in history as written in the Bible. The two

story of Jesusd Passion found in the four Gospel

The Exodus and the Passion histories challenge our faith, a faith that can sometimes
be easy-going or lukewarm. The trials, difficulties, and blunt reality of blood and death
in these histories may confound us but not God. Through faith, we trust that God was
working through this messy history. We trust that God redeemed and restored a
people who became faithful to God's promise of freedom and life.

Throughout history, powerful leaderso ppr essed peopl e. The Exodus st
intention for people to be free and Godobés testir
God called Moses into |l eadership to deliver God¢
from slavery and lead them into the land God had promised to their ancestors. Before

Mosesd® birth, God had a plan for Moses' i fe. (

his upbringing. When Moses made a tremendous mistake in killing a soldier, God
protected and preserved his life by providing the right people to help him.

Moses is the one to whom God reveals Godods trues
encountered Pharaoh's power and challenged it with miracles. Stubborn,
hardcheart ed Pharaoh resisted all eglaguesodbés message

Pharaoh didn't let God's people go until his power and hard heart were broken when
the angel of death passed over.

From this story, we can ask ourselves, "How are we like the Pharaoh?" What plagues

us in our lives? Do we resist God's messages as the Pharaoh resisted God's

messages through the plagues? We can also learn through the Exodus story that that

freedom is costly. Freedom for Godds peopl e car
the first born and the lambs that were substituted. The deep symbolism of the Exodus,

the Passover lamb and its blood, and the death of the first born, is contained in the

Passover meal still celebrated by Jewish people around the world today.

Up until the Gospels, death had been seen as the victoroverlife . Godds witness was
for life by raising Jesus into new and eternal life with God.

Throughout his ministry, Jesus encountered powerful people whose hearts were

hardened, but to the oppressed, lame, and sick, his words and deeds demonstrated

t hat God was near . Jesusd Passion happened du
death redefined the Passover meal. In his dying on the cross, his blood sacrifice ends

the need for any other sacrifice. Jesus became the sacrificial lamb who takes away the

sin of the world.

Through his dying and resurrection, Jesus redeemed and saved humanity. Jesus paid

the ultimate price i his life i to save us from the slavery of sin and death. As Revealer

and Redeemer, early Christians knew Jesus as i
Jesus, God was the victor over death and sin. Death and sin no longer need to control

our individual destinies. Through faith in God, people can overcome being oppressed

by sin and fear of death.

Today, as Christians, we celebrate Godbdés victo
Communion. Atthe Last Supper, a Passover meal, Jesus instituted a new meal for all

Christians. Through communion, Christians celebrate the new life God has given us

through Jesus, who is our personal Savior and Redeemer.

The Exodus and the Passion revealed God in new ways. Through both Moses and

Jesus, God unfolded a design f olhatdebvéry at i on. S
people from slavery, sin, and death. God worked through history and continues to

work today to liberate people from the political power of slavery and burdening

addictions of all kinds. The power of God is now carried by the Spirit into the individual

lives of people and through the church. The Spirit of God is powerful and loving. The

Spirit of God frees anyone who trusts Godds re
continues to work through Jesus to set us right with God, offer a new way of living, and

the way to eternal life.

What Kids Can Know of God and their Spiritual Life

Through art and their creative expression of the plagues that led to the Passover,
children will retell the account of the plagues leading to the Passover. Children will
also experience the burden and hardship of sin. They will learn that sin is a plague
which only Jesus, as the Lamb of God, can take away from them.

Children can know that Godo6s pesingife. eheyswdlmet i me s
also learn that God responds to those who face such great difficulties. In every family,

children and their parents will, at some time, encounter tough circumstances. During

these tough times, children can learn to trust God and look f o r Godobds deliverar

By |l earning about t he pheatedoesssthexhildienPahnar aohos ha
know that some people oppose God and make I ife
know that God hears the people suffering under harsh hardships and intervenes

against those who cause suffering. Children can know that God opposes the stubborn

and the proud. In some cases, God sends great difficulties against those who are

stubborn to change their hearts.

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Children can know that God wants to deliver us from suffering that comes from sin.
They can also know that God sometimes uses suffering to deliver us from difficult
circumstances. From the Exodus and Jesus, children will sense this paradox, or
difficult contradiction.

Understanding this paradox is difficult for children and careful explanation is needed.

For instance, children need to know that when their parents are having difficulties that

they are not the cause of those difficulties. If children cause their younger sibling pain,

however, they need to know that they may #dsuffer
personal actions. This helps children learn responsibility for their actions. From the

perspective of Hebrew slaves and of Jesus, children can learn that God is working not

only to end our difficulties but also increase our faith in God as we face difficulties.

Children can know that there is one difficulty they face that only Jesus can handle 1
their sin. Children can also know that God has handled this difficulty for them because
God loves them. Children can know Jesus, as the Lamb of God, is the one who takes
the sin of the world and our personal sins upon him. God lifted weight of our sins off
our backs and put them on Jesus. Jesus died because of our sin and he died to take
away our sin. God acted out of love for us and against the power of sin, making Jesus
our personal Savior and Redeemer.

By trusting Godés action in making Jesus our per
can know that their life in God is secure. By trusting the Lamb of God, Jesus

overcomes the power of sin and gives each child the promise of eternal life when they

trust him completely. Children can know that God loves them so much that God gave

God's only Son, Jesus.

Logistics of Role-playing:
This workshop is the final workshop in the unit. The rotation for the unit needs to be
developed so that all children participate in this workshop on the final Sunday.

The Experiencing a Journey activity is a role-playing experience that immerses the

children into the culture, event s, emoti ons, a
Israelites from Egypt. It is a multi-age activity in which all age levels participate in the

workshop together at the same time.

A large room needs to be designated for the role-playing. Cardboard homes and other
props will be set up in this room. Station 1 (Lamb Merchant) and Station 2 (Community
Kitchen) will be set up in the role-playing room as well. (See Advanced Preparation).

The children should meet beforehand in another room/area to prepare for the role-playing.
This preparation should be well organized so it can be done quickly.
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In the preparation room, the children will put on their costumes and receiving the
plague-sicles they made in the Art Workshop. The teachers and volunteers need to divide
the children into family groups of 4-5. Try to get a good mix of children for each family. It
is suggested that family groups be multi-aged.

1. Invite Congregation:
Make announcement that the larger congregation is invited to participate in this
Experiencing a Journey role-play. They may watch or participate in this
multigenerational activity as volunteers.

2. Volunteers:
Since all grade levels of children will be together in this workshop, you will
need a few extra volunteers to assist the teacher. Volunteers may participate
in several ways:
9 Assist teacher in preparing the children for the role-playing (costumes,
forming family groups, passing out plague-sicles)

3. Prepare Israelite Homes:
Make Israelite homes from large appliance size boxes. They do not have to be
elaborate, but large enough for children to enter. Each "home" should have a door
and window. Obtain boxes from your local appliance store.

If you have difficulty obtaining a lot of boxes needed for a large attendance,
opening up the back end and placing the box in a corner can expand boxes. More
children will be able to fit in the home. Another option would be to use some tables
draped with sheets as homes.

Use poster paints, raffia/straw, sticks, and Exacto knifes to decorate and cut
homes.

Example of Israelite homes:
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4, Select Narrator, Moses, and Pharaoh:

In advance, invite adults in the congregation to be the Narrator, Moses, and
Pharaoh in the Experiencing a Journey activity. Make copies of the script and ask
them to prepare for the workshop. Simple costumes recommended.

5. Sacrificial Lamb and Lamb's Blood:
Each Israelite home/family will need one sacrificial lamb coffee can filled with
"blood."

Announce that they are going to pretend to be the Israelites! They are going to
experience the story of Moses and the Exodus that they have heard in the other
workshops.

Tell the children that today all grade levels will be doing an activity together.

Group the children into Israelite families of 5-6.

Help the children find and put on their costumes.

Pass out the children's plague-sicles.

Remind the children which plague-sicle they have, if necessary.

Move the children in their family groups to the large room prepared for the
role-playing.
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Seat groups in front of family homes.

Tell them that there is a time in the activity when another teacher is going to signal
them to do certain things.

Explain that the teacher is going to signal for them to cry and wail and say, "Ohhhh!
Help us, God!"

Practice doing this so the children feel comfortable.

Inform the children someone is going to read a story. When they hear their plague in
the story, they should stand up and wave their plague-sicle.

Practice calling out the different plagues. The children can wave their plague-sicle
around, and make the noise of their plague if appropriate (frogs can ribbit, flies can
buzz, etc.)

Announce that it is time to be Israelites. Tell them to make sure that they have their
sandals (shoes) on because they must be ready to leave Egypt!
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Activity: Experiencing a Journey
SAY:

Today, you are all Israelites! The narrator is going to read the story of how God
sent Moses to deliver the Israelites from slavery. You get to pretend you are in
the story! You are going to prepare for a journey. Listen carefully.

Narrator: (to audience) Welcome to the land of Egypt, 1280 BC. The people you
see before you are Israelites. The Israelites are slaves. The Pharaoh
owns the slaves. (point to Pharaoh) Slaves are not free. They cannot
do what they want to do. They don't even get paid for their work! No
vacation, nothing!

(to the "slaves") The Pharaoh needs some strong Israelite slaves to
move that load of bricks over there. (point to pile of bricks)

(Narrator picks 1-2 people from each house) You look strong! | bet you
could do the job. Now get to work or the guards will whip you!

(while the children are moving bricks, say:)

It's hard being a slave. The Israelites have been slaves for 400 years.
The Israelites you see before you are slaves and so were their parents,
their grandparents, their great-grandparents, and even their
great-great-great-great-great grandparents!

The Israelites have a bitter, bitter, life. They cry salty tears and cry out
to God.

Signaler: (Signal children to cry out "Ohhhh! Help us, God! ")

(Enter Moses)

Moses: Israelites! Don't cry anymore. God has heard your cries. | am Moses.
God has told me to deliver you from this land of slavery! God chose me
to ask the pharaoh to let you leave Egypt and go to the land God

promised your ancestors.

(Moses walks up to Pharaoh)

Moses: Pharaoh, LET MY PEOPLE GO!

Pharaoh: And pray, do tell why would | want to do that?

Moses: Because God says so!

Pharaoh: Bah! | don't know your god. What could your god possibly do to me,

THE PHARAOH? (snobby) Everyone KNOWS that | am a god.
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Moses: Maybe this will help convince you that there is only one all-powerful

Narrator: This was not good. Now the Egyptians didn't have any meat eat or milk
to drink.

Signaler: (Signal children with ANIMAL plague-sicles to stop and sit down.)

Narrator: Then all the Egyptians got a bad skin disease.

Signaler: (Signal children with PEOPLE plague-sicles to stand up, and have their
people moan.)

Narrator: Their skin bubbled up and burned. They had boils all over their skin.

Signaler: (Signal children with PEOPLE plague-sicles to stop and sit down.)

Narrator: Then came hail i chunks of ice fell from the sky.

Signaler: (Signal children with HAIL plague-sicles to stand up.)

Narrator: The hail were as big as grapefruit. They hit people on their heads and

flattened all their crops.
Signaler: (Signal children with HAIL plague-sicles to stop and sit down.)

Narrator: Then came locusts | grasshoppers i so many of them that they
crunched under peopl eds feet.

Signaler: (Signal children with GRASSHOPPER plague-sicles to stand up and
hop around.)

Narrator: Every time God sent a plague, the Pharaoh would send for Moses.
Pharaoh: Moses! | PROMISE this time that if you tell your God to stop the
pl ague, I 611 l et t he (wWinksratawdiericé)e s g o .

Signaler: (Signal children with GRASSHOPPER plague-sicles to stop and sit
down.)

Signaler: (Signal children with DARKNESS plague-sicles to stand up and wave
their stick around.)

Narrator: It was like nighttime all the time. Nobody could see a thing. People
were bumping into things and were afraid

But the Pharaoh was STUBBORN! He just wo
go. (to Pharaoh) You're very stubborn.

Pharaoh: Yes, | know.

Narrator: Moses was a little discouraged. But God talked to him.

Moses: (to children) All right, Israelites, listen up. | know that there's been a lot

of plagues and the Pharaoh hasn't budged on his decision to let you go.
But don't worry. God WILL deliver you from slavery. | talked with God
today. God told me that there will be one last plague and then the
Pharaoh will let you leave Egypt. Tonight, at about midnight, God is
going to pass through Egypt. The oldest child in every house will die.
The Pharaoh will have no choice but to let you leave Egypt.

How many of you are the oldest in your family? Raise your hands. God
doesn't want you to die tonight. God gave me a set of instructions for
you to follow to protect you from the last plague. God also wants you to
get ready to leave Egypt in the morning. Listen carefully.

First, every family needs to purchase a lamb.
Teacher's Instructions:
Tell the children that house by house they will go to the lamb merchant and pick out a
lamb. Tell the children to look in their house for something valuable they can trade to
get a lamb.
Send each family, unit-by-unit to station #1, the lamb merchant. Once they have
traded for their lamb (large coffee can), they are to go and sit down in front of their
house.
When every family has selected their lamb, Moses should talk.
Moses: Have you all got your lambs? As | said before, God doesn't want any of
you firstborn Israelites to die tonight when God passes through Egypt.
So, you need to sacrifice your lamb. The lamb will die instead of you.
(To "butcher" the lamb, the children can carefully take the tops off the coffee cans)
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Moses: When God passes through here tonight to kill all the firstborns, God
needs to know which houses are Egyptian and which houses belong to
you. God wants you to paint the blood of your lamb around your
doorframes. That way, your house will be marked and the plague of
death will pass over your house.

Teacher's Instructions:
Tell the children that in their houses they will find 2-3 paint brushes.

Instruct each family unit to take the lamb can of blood and paint around their family's
doorframes using the brush. The teachers should be there to make sure every child
gets a turn doing this at their family's doorframe. After they are finished, they should
leave the paintbrushes in the can.

When every family has painted their doorframe, Moses should talk.

Moses: (look at children's work) Good, good, very good. God will know not to
let the plague of death stop at your homes tonight. Now, God instructs
you to roast your lambs.

Teacher's Instructions:
Announce that there is a community kitchen where all the people go to cook.

Select a child from each family to go to Station 2, the kitchen, to "cook" the lamb. At
Station 2 each child will trade in the family's lamb (coffee can with paintbrushes) for a
piece of cooked lamb or beef jerky in the plastic baggie.

When each family has a piece of cooked lamb, Moses should talk:

Moses: Ahh, that smells delicious. But we're running out of time. We're kind of
in a hurry. We'll be leaving very early tomorrow. Every family will need
to bake bread to eat tonight and for the journey ahead of us. But don't
bake bread with yeast in it. That takes too long. Bake bread without
yeast i unleavened bread.

Teacher's instructions:

Select a child from each family.

Tell the child to look inside their house for some flour and then bring it to the

community kitchen, Station 2. At station 2, the baggie of flour will be exchanged for

matzo crackers. Direct the children to return to their houses and sit down.

When every child has returned with the matzo crackers, Moses should talk.

Moses: It's time to eat your Passover meal of roasted lamb and unleavened
bread. You also need to eat the bitter herbs that are with your roasted

lamb. Here is God's last instruction. God wants you to eat fast. Make
sure your sandals are on your feet because you will be leaving soon.
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Teacher's Instructions:

Send each family unit into their homes to quickly eat the roasted lamb, unleavened
bread, and bitter herbs that they will find in the house. Let the children eat for a couple
of minutes. Teachers should check to make sure all families are done eating.

When all families are done eating, tell the children to remain in their houses, but listen
carefully. They may look out of the windows of their houses if they want.

Signaler: (Strike a gong or triangle twelve times to simulate midnight.)

Narrator: Midnight came and God passed through the land of Egypt.

Signaler: (Signal the participants with the FIRSTBORN plague-sicles or black
scarves representing the plague run around the room and over the

homes waving the scarves. If you feel that this may be too scary for
some of your children, you may eliminate this step.)

Narrator: This final plague, brought a sickness into every Egyptian home. Every
firstborn died, even the Pharaohdés son. B
the I sraelite's houses because of the | am
had protected the Hebrew people. Pharaoh was very angry.

Pharaoh: Moses. Take your people and get out of Egypt. NOW!

Moses: Woo-hoo! All right, everyone! Let's go! God has delivered us! We're
no longer slaves! We're free!

Teacher's Instructions:

Instructeveryone to quickly |l eave their fihomesodo and

they can assemble again. This place can be the preparation room(s) from the
beginning of the workshop. Keep children in their families to avoid rowdiness.

Ask the children if they know what the word Exodus means.

Explain that the word Exodus means TO LEAVE, or EXIT. God promised Moses and
the Israelite people that God would help them exit EQypt and save them from the life of
slavery they had there.

Ask: (optional to check for understanding, time allowing. Questions 1-6 could
also be asked during Celebration Sunday.)

1. When did God tell Moses that God was going to rescue to Israelite people? (God
told Moses that God would send one last plague, the death of all the firstborns, and
then the Pharaoh would let the people go.)

2. Why did God tell the Israelite people to kill a lamb and paint its blood over their

doors? (God was going to send a sickness across Egypt that would kill all the
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firstborn children. The sickness would pass over all the Israelite homes with the
blood on the door so no Israelite firstborns would die.)

Why do you think God wanted the Israelites to kill a lamb and mark their homes
with lamb's blood? Why not use a red flag or something? (A sacrifice needed to
be made. The lamb's blood substituted the Hebrew people's blood.)

Why do you think God instructed the Israelites to eat bitter herbs? (Bitter herbs
represented their bitter lives as slaves in Egypt. Later, when they are in the
Promised Land, they will eat bitter herbs to always remember their bitter life in

Egypt.)

Why do you think the Hebrews made unleavened bread - bread without yeast -
instead of normal yeast bread? (They were in a hurry to leave. Making yeast
bread takes a long time. You have to wait for the yeast to rise. Then you have to
knead it. Then it has to rise again, then be kneaded again. Bread made without
yeast - unleavened bread - could be made quickly.)

Why do you think God instructed them to eat it with sandals on and staff in hand?
(Because they needed to be ready to leave Egypt right away. They were going on
ajourney.)

Tell the children that Passover is a holiday that Jewish people still celebrate today.
They eat roasted lamb, bitter herbs, and unleavened bread to remember the story of
how God sent Moses to deliver their people from slavery.

ASK:

1.

What holidays do we as Christians celebrate? (Christmas, Easter, Palm Sunday,
etc.)

What is a holiday? (A holiday is special day set aside each year. A holiday helps
us remember and/ or celebrate a special person, birthday, occasion, or story from
the Bible. For example, we celebrate Christmas to help us remember Jesus' birth.
We celebrate Easter to help us remember how Jesus first died and then rose from
the dead.)

Why is it important to set aside special days and celebrate certain people and
events in the Bible? (God wants us to remember the people and events. God
wants us to remember that God loves us.)

Why do we celebrate Easter?

SAY:

God sent many plagues, but the plague where all the firstborn died really
convinced the Pharaoh to let the Israelites go. The Israelites sacrificed a lamb.
The lamb's blood saved them from the death plague.

All throughout the Bible, God promised that God would send someone really
special (a special Redeemer) to save people again.
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ASK:
1. Who do you think God sent to save people? (Jesus, God's Son.)
2. What did the people need to be saved from? (Death.)

3. Where do we go after we die? (Many children will say heaven or God's Kingdom.)

Explain that before Jesus came, people didn't know that you could have a brand new
life in heaven/God's Kingdom after you died. But, God made promised to show
people how to have a new life in heaven/God's Kingdom after you died.

ASK:

1. So how did Jesus save us from death? (Jesus died on the cross. You see, all
throughout the Bible, God promised people that God would send someone who
would show us the way to God's Kingdom. That person was Jesus. God made a
promise to Jesus. God promised that Jesus would have new life in God's Kingdom
even if Jesus died. Jesus didn't HAVE to die on the cross. He could've ran away
and hidden or told the religious leaders what they wanted to hear. He could've
gotten a really good lawyer! But Jesus died on the cross. Jesus TRUSTED God
completely.)

2. What happened after Jesus died? (He was resurrected. He rose again.)

3. What does this show us/prove? (It proves that God's promise is true. We can live
in God's Kingdom after we die. Jesus died for US. Jesus died so that we can
believe God's promise of living after we die. Jesus died so that we can find our
way to God's Kingdom.)

SAY:
The night before Jesus died on the cross, he was celebrating the Passover
event with his followers, just like you did in the activity. Jesus told them that
they should remember his death. Jesus showed them how to remember his
death.

ASK:

1. What did Jesus do? (Broke bread, saying, "This is my body which has been
broken for you. Poured wine, saying, "This is my blood, which will be poured out
for you. Do this and remember me always.")

2. How do we remember Jesus' death today? What do we do? (We have
communion.)

Hold up a loaf of bread.
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SAY:
During communion, we break bread to remember how Jesus let his body be
broken for us from being nailed to the cross.

Pour some grape juice into a cup.

SAY:
During communion, we drink wine (or grape juice) to remember how Jesus'
blood flowed out while he was dying.

(Optional: Have the children partake of the bread and grape juice. Ask them to think
about and remember Jesus dying for us while they are eating and drinking. Please
involve your pastor in this activity.)

EXPLAIN:

We don't celebrate Passover anymore. Jesus changed the Passover
celebration. Now we celebrate communion and Easter. We celebrate
communion to remember how Jesus died. We celebrate Easter to remember
how Jesus rose after he died.

We don't need to kill a lamb and paint its blood around our door to save us from
death. Jesus' blood saves us from death. Because of Jesus, after you die here
on earth, you have a whole new life in heaven. When you go to heaven, you
will never die again; you will live forever. That's God's NEW PROMISE.

ASK:

1. Can ANYONE live in God's Kingdom after they die? Even people like the ancient
Egyptians? (Yes; God's Kingdom is available to EVERYONE.)

2. How can we live in God's Kingdom (heaven) after we die? (We have to believe
that Jesus is the way to God.)

WRAP-UP:

Ask the children and adults what are some of the ways that we can prepare for our
faith journey today. Answers might be:

learn about how God wants us to live
learn how Jesus wants us to live
Come to Sunday school

pray

read the Bible

help others

personal actions. This helps children learn responsibility for their actions. From the

perspective of Hebrew slaves and of Jesus, children can learn that God is working not
